Cantor Carry Barry, MSM

You may have heard the quote, “He who sings prays
twice.” Often attributed to the fifth century Saint
Augustine, the phrase is well known in religious circles.
Music, specifically music used in worship, has long been
thought to be a direct path for us to tap into our spiritual
well, enhancing our ability to connect with God.

In 2008, Jewish composer Michael Ochs used the phrase
as the basis for a piece he composed in Berlin while there
to commemorate the 70th anniversary of Kristallnacht.
Adapting the original, he wrote, “When we sing, we pray
twice. When we sing, we are one. Shiru L’Adonai (let us
sing to God).”

What I love about Ochs’s work is how the focus shifts
from the singular to the plural and from prayer to
community. Music has brought people together for
thousands of years, from ancient rituals and traditional
dances to the towering cathedrals of Europe, and from the
smallest of campfires to the biggest stadiums. Whether we
are pouring out our souls in prayer or singing along to
Taylor Swift, the power of singing in a group can catapult
us into a place with divine energy.

I’'m sure by now you know we are hosting a Cantorial
concert at Temple Shaarei Shalom on Saturday evening,
January 11th. I will be joined by Cantor Jake Harris from
Temple Beth El, Cantor David Muchnick from Congrega-
tion B’nai Israel, and Cantor Rachel Slusky from Temple
Beth Torah. The theme of the concert is “Shirei
L’neshamah—Songs for the Soul.” We will be bringing
you music from both the synagogue and the theater and
we endeavor to nourish all of our spirits through pieces
that are moving and inspirational (with some comedic
palate cleansers!). The program is a mix of solo work,
duets, and quartets, with a guest appearance by our own
volunteer choir, Kol Shalom.

As cantors, being able to sing together is a true gift. In
school, much of our training involved serving as the choir
for other students as they presented their recitals. That
camaraderie we built each time we prepared for a concert
was so special. Being able to gather this group of local
cantors for the purpose of sharing meaningful music with
each other and with you is an unparalleled joy.

Cantor's Corner

The vision for this concert is one of community—our
Jewish Palm Beach Community, our TSS Community,
and my cantorial community. The program is about all of
us experiencing the power of music together, allowing it
to seep into our souls, and, finally, letting it bring us
together as one.

As we begin this secular New Year, I hope to see many of
you on the 11th, but my wish for us all is that 2025 brings
us many opportunities to deepen our connections within
the different communities to which we belong. And if you
feel yourself getting down, add a little music!

We’ve been exploring and anticipating the important
process of creating a new curriculum for our Religious
School. We will begin the process with our faculty, then
involve parents and the leadership of the congregation.
This is a communal priority, and everybody’s perspective
is helpful. We are particularly fortunate to have the
opportunity of bringing in a consultant with a rich back-
ground in Jewish education to help coordinate the process.
Dr. Daphne Cohen has joined our staff through the
JobWorx organization. We will surely benefit greatly
from collaborating with her!

We welcome Dr. Daphne M. Cohen to our community as
our Curriculum Project Coordinator. We are so fortunate
to have her join our Religious School Faculty in a several-
month process of creating a curriculum for our students
that provides them with a meaningful, fascinating,
far-reaching content based and spiritual connection with
Judaism.

Dr. Cohen is part of a unique program that allows her to
re-enter the professional world of Jewish education with a
Mentor (Nancy Bossov) and a community (TSS) that
provides her the support and friendship for a stimulating
professional experience. We benefit greatly from her
experience and as a training site, we benefit greatly
without cost to us.

Dr. Cohen received her EdD in 2006 at Azrieli Graduate
School of Jewish Education and Administration at
Yeshiva University. She conducted doctoral research on
children’s (middle school aged) views on basic concepts
in morality based upon the work of Piaget, Kohlberg,
Vygotsky, and Gilligan at the United Nations
International Schools.

She also served as an associate Professor at the Graduate
School of General and Special Education at Touro
College. Professor Cohen designed the curriculum for the
first approved master’s program in Jewish, General and
Special Education for Elementary and Early childhood
teachers. In addition, Professor Cohen taught a variety of
methods courses at the graduate school of Education at
Touro College integrating technology into various disci-
plines for elementary and middle school teachers. Dr.
Cohen has taught curriculum and educational technology
along with library programs in various Jewish day schools
and religious schools of all denominations in Judaism
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including Reform, Conservative, Modern Orthodox and
Jewish Community based such as JCC’s, Jewish Teachers
centers and Jewish Camps. She’s also taught online
courses for the University of Phoenix and Touro College.

A key highlight in Dr. Cohen’s career was the publication
of her children’s book The Colorful Rainbow Dream,
which explores moral and character education, and a
companion educator’s resource guide. Dr. Cohen has gone
through an extensive training program with CEP-
Character Educational Partnership in Washington, D.C.,
integrating values education into the K-12 curriculum.

She holds a Principal and Teacher’s License from the
National Board of License for Teachers and Principals of
Jewish Day Schools in North America. Finally, Dr. Cohen
spent a year studying at Jerusalem College in Israel.

We are incredibly lucky to have such an esteemed scholar
collaborating with us as we delve into this important
process.
